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	“The best piece of advice is just to stick with the subject. At the start of year 12, most people will get one or two grades that they aren’t very happy with. But eventually you get used to the standard of work and how to write the essays and it becomes so much easier. Another piece of advice is to have plenty of folders. There are so many sheets that you need to make sure you are organising properly, so they don’t get on top of you. But overall, the course is very fun and interesting, so I’m sure you’ll enjoy it!”
“Although GCSE’s were not how you expected, please do not feel unprepared or worried for your upcoming alevel exams in 2 years time. Just remember that every year 11 is in the exact same situation as you, and so as long as you continue to work hard and revise you will do just fine. Religious studies is a hard subject, and it is not just ‘your own opinion’ like other people like to suggest, so, just do your best, revise and ask for help if you need it. Enjoy sixth form and enjoy your alevels, they are an experience that will benefit your future.”
